Northridge Soccer Booster Meeting
8/30/11


President, Mark Scogin, welcomed everyone and introduced last year’s officers along with Coach Hill, the new soccer coach.  Mark also discussed some of the bylaws pertaining to election of officers.

Contact Information:  Parents were asked to fill out contact information for their players.

Election of Officers:  Mark asked for nominations for officers.  Shane Kilgore spoke of what a wonderful job Mark and Gaynor have done as president.

All four offices had only one nomination each.  The Booster officers for the 2012 season are:

President – Mark (and Gaynor) Scogin
Vice President – Shane Kilgore
Treasurer – Katherine Nichols
Secretary – Susan Herrington 

Coaches:  Coach Hill said that he is very excited and thankful for the opportunity to come to Northridge.  He is overwhelmed by the Booster support.  Coach Hill will be the head coach of the Varsity Boys and Girls teams.  Shane Ashcraft will coach the JV Boys team.  Coach Hill’s three assistants will be Kory Berry, Will Scogin and Mike Bissell.  Berry will be full-time, while Scogin and Bissell will be part-time.

Coach Hill also stated if a parent(s) has a concern over any policy of his, he is happy to discuss the concern with the parent(s).

Schedule:  The schedule will be solidified in a week to week and a half.  Tryouts will be held the week after the football season ends (which is hard to predict as we don’t know how far Northridge will go in the playoffs).

Tournaments:  Northridge will host the Tuscaloosa Metro Tournament, which will be a great fundraiser for us.  The entry fees will pay for the officials, so the gate and concessions will be ours!

Uniforms:  Two new uniforms will be purchased for the girls (Home - all white and Away – mostly dark).  One new uniform will be purchased for the boys.

Policies:  Coach Hill said he wants this program to be the best it can be.  He also said (which he will not repeat once the season starts!), “It’s not about wins and losses but what they do after they leave the field.”  Coach Hill can be contacted at Whill@tusc.k12.al.us.




Committees:  Sign up sheets were passed out so members could sign up for the different committees, which are…
Fundraising, Northridge Concessions, Banquet, Senior Night, Newspaper/Publicity, Team Dinners, Gate, Ball Assistants, and Press Box (announcers and clock manager).

Treasurer’s Report:  Katherine Nichols reported that the school doesn’t give the soccer program ANY money, so every bit of the estimated $22,000 cost for the season must come from player fees and fundraisers.  

The cost for the season comes from equipment, buses, instruction, field maintenance ($2,000), officials ($3,000), coaching ($4,000), paint for fields ($300), tournament ($500), etc.

Fees this year will be $350/player for both boys and girls.  Season passes cannot be included in a player’s soccer fees this year; they must be paid for separately.  BUT, if you buy a season pass, the price will be deducted from your player’s fees.  Coach will let us know ASAP how much the season passes will be. The schedule must be set first to determine the number of home games in order to set a price.  Coach Hill is trying to work out several options for passes – family, grandparent, single pass.

UA Concessions:  Working the UA Football Concession Stand is a great opportunity for our teams.  Not only is it a MAJOR fundraiser, it’s also a bonding experience for the players (and parents) and lets the players take some responsibility in paying their fees.

Centerplate needs 30 volunteers/game in our stand.   It is SUGGESTED that each player work 3 games and each player’s parent work 2 games (or both parents work 1 game each).  Coach Hill is REQUIRING each player to work at least 1 game (unless they have a paying Saturday job) and be responsible for filling 1 other slot (can be the player or someone else).  Boosters were given an opportunity at the end of the meeting to sign up for games.  You can also sign up at www.Jagsoccer.com. 

At season’s end, the total amount of money Northridge made in the concession stand will be divided by the number of “slots” worked to come up with how much money each slot is worth.  Multiply that number by how many slots your family worked and you’ll know how much will be deducted from your fees.  

Uniforms for the concession stand are KNEE LENGTH KHAKI shorts, Alabama t-shirt (or use one provided), and closed toe, non-skid shoes.  Centerplate will provide hats.

It takes 3 people to fry an Oreo (…you had to be there).

Katherine Nichols mentioned that it is not Booster Club Officers/Board who determines which teams the players are on or playing time.  See Coach Hill for discussions of that nature!
